3.1 However, when the General Assembly adopted the URC Policy for Pastoral Supervision,
the Ministerial Accompanied Self Appraisal component of LMMR was dropped as it was

felt Pastoral supervision should become the principal way of ensuring ministers reflect on
their practice and identify appropriate actions to develop and find support. It will therefore
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4.1.2 LMMR should focus more closely on specific aspects of ministry in context. It
considers areas of ministry where a closer look can be taken at a particular
element of the work. Ministers can often be embedded in a context for several
years, and LMMR offers the opportunity to look at aspects of the work over a
period of time with perhaps a different focus at each review. The elements of
ministry that are selected for review could be carefully drawn from themes
discussed during supervision (or indeed those noticeably not discussed) and/or
expectations outlined in the Marks of Ministry or those arising from the
deployment strategy of a Synod.
